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Online Safety - Group Chats  

Group Chats are available on various messaging 
apps, social media apps and in some games. When 
your child is part of these groups, they may not 
know all the other members and it may even in-
clude people that they have previously blocked. 
Your child may come across inappropriate content and bullying can take place 
within these groups. Talk to your child about how they speak to others online 
and encourage them to talk to people online with kindness, like they would if 
they were face-to-face.
